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GENERAL RULES 

- The LIFEGUARDS are in charge and responsible for implementing the rules 

for the safety of those using the facilities. Any question of enforcement or 
interpretation should be directed towards the Pool Committee or the Board of 
Directors.  
- HOMEOWNERS are responsible that their family members and guests observe the 

rules. IF ANY OF THESE RULES ARE BROKEN you and your guests will be 
required to LEAVE. If excessive non-compliance occurs you may be banned 

from the pool for the season.  

 

 

POOL USERS 

- The pool facilities are provided for the enjoyment of Loch Highland Homeowners 
Association MEMBERS IN GOOD STANDING plus their families and guests. Pool 

access cards will be turned on when current dues have been received. Additional 
cards can be obtained from Heritage Property Management at $50 each.  
- POOL USERS NEED TO BRING THEIR OWN ACCESS CARD TO OPEN THE 

GATE and not rely on others to open the gate for them. 
- MEMBER ONLY SWIMMING WILL BE ENFORCED. A member must accompany 
guests from the Atlanta area. Member accompaniment is not required for out of town 
guests. Non-members of the Homeowners Association are not allowed as 

guests.  

- ALL CHILDREN UNDER 12 MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY A PERSON 16 YEARS 
OF AGE OR OLDER. A supervising adult is not required for those 12 years or older if 

they are able to pass the lifeguard’s swimming test. 

- Lifeguards will call for 10 minute adult swimming breaks every hour. Those 
under 18 must stay out of the pool during this short interval. 
 

 

FOR THE SAFETY AND ENJOYMENT OF ALL 

- NO SMOKING at any time and anywhere within the fenced pool area.  
- NO GLASS PRODUCTS in the pool area at any time. 

- NO DIVING IN SHALLOW END OF THE POOLS. Check that the area is clear 
of others before you dive. When diving from the diving board, jump only once 
before diving. NO BOUNCING. 
- NO running, tag, or similar games in the pool area.  

- NO toys and swimming accessories smaller than tennis ball size. Toys are 
limited to the shallow end of the pool only and use is subject to lifeguard’s 
approval.  

- NO climbing on fences or jumping into the lake from the pool area. 
- NO fishing within the fenced pool area. 
- NO Food, drink, gum, and tobacco products while you are in the pool itself. 
- NO profanity. 

- NO bright colored zinc oxide or sun block in the pool area at any time. 
- Shower before entering the pools. 
- Please, respect the furniture, umbrellas, and equipment.  
 

 



ATTIRE 

- Only swimming apparel is allowed while swimming. No shorts, cut-offs, or nude 
swimming.  
- All babies wearing diapers must wear swimmies and rubber pants while in 
the pool.
